REGULATIONS
ON THE INTERNATIONAL ADVISORY BOARD
of World-Class Research Centre for Personalized Medicine
’ of Almazov National Medical Research Centre

1. General

The International Advisory Board of World-Class Research Centre for Personalized Medicine
of Almazov National Medical Research Centre (hereinafter — the Board, Almazov Centre) is
established as an expert body to facilitate and comprehensively analyze the implementation of the
programme for the establishment and development of world-class research centres (hereinafter —
WCRC), assess the relevance of ongoing research and its compliance with the world level.

2. Functions
2.1. The Board shall perform the following functions:

2.1.1 To facilitate and make recommendations on the programme for the establishment and
development of WCRC and its implementation.

2.1.2 To facilitate and make recommendations on the staffing of WCRC.

2.1.3 To facilitate and make recommendations on the development of international educational and
scientific cooperation of WCRC.

2.1.4 To facilitate and make recommendations on the development of transfer of technologies and
research results.

2.1.5 To facilitate and make recommendations on raising extrabudgetary funds for the
implementation of the programme for the establishment and development of WCRC, including the
identification of industrial partners — enterprises of the real economy sector interested in the
commercialization of research results.

2.1.6 To review the reporting of WCRC participants and the consolidated report of the WCRC and
provide an expert opinion based on the reviewed reporting documentation, including the assessment
of the relevance of ongoing research and its compliance with the world level.

2.1.7 To consider proposals of WCRC on amending the programme for the establishment and
development of WCRC and make recommendations for adjusting the programme activities.

2.1.8 Such other functions as may be associated with the implementation of the programme for the
establishment and development of WCRC.

3. Composition and Meetings

3.1. The Board shall comprise:

3.1.1 the Chair, to be elected by Board members by voting, upon the recommendation of WCRC
initiator.

The employee of the WCRC established at Almazov Centre cannot be the Chair of the Board.

3.1.2 Vice Chair(s), to be elected by Board members by voting, upon the recommendation of the
Board Chair.

3.1.3 Board Secretary, to be appointed by the founding initiator of WCRC among WCRC employees.
3.1.4 Outside Experts — Russian and foreign scientists from other research organizations who are
specialists in the respective research areas of WCRC and are not affiliated with participating entities
of WCRC. Outside Experts must be at least 2/3 of the Board membership. Experts can be
recommended for inclusion in the Board by the Chair of the Board or Vice Chair(s), as well as other
members of the Board.

3.1.5 Both Russian and foreign leading scientists working at WCRC may be included in the Board.
3.1.6 Representatives of the real economy sector may be included in the Board.

3.1.7 The composition of the Board shall be approved by Director General of Almazov Centre.

3.2. The Chair shall:



3.2.1 determine the format, place, date and time of Board meetings -
3.2.2 approve the agenda of the Board meeting

3.2.3 convene Board meetings

3.2.4 chair Board meetings

3.2.5 sign Board resolutions

3.2.6 exercise other powers relating to the matters of the Board

3.3. Vice Chairs shall:

3.3.1 on behalf of the Chair, replace the Chair if the latter is absent, conduct Board meetings
3.3.2 on behalf of the Chair, sign Board resolutions

3.3.3 on behalf of the Chair, exercise other powers relating to the matters of the Board

3.4. The Secretary shall:

3.4.1 prepare the draft agenda of the Board meeting

3.4.2 make arrangements for Board meetings

3.4.3 prepare draft resolutions of the Board

3.4.4 oversee the delivery of activities of the Board

3.4.5 arrange for the delivery of activities of the Board

3.4.6 perform the instructions of the Chair and Vice Chairs

3.4.7 facilitate the interaction between Board members and the founding initiator of WCRC, WCRC
participants and the Russian Ministry of Science and Higher Education

3.5. Board members attend the meetings of the Board in person. Board members cannot delegate their
powers for participation in Board meetings. If a Board member cannot attend a meeting in person,
such member may express their opinion on the matter under consideration in writing.

4. Procedure of Meetings

4.1. Board meetings are the main form of the Board activity.

4.1.1 Meetings are held as needed but at least twice a year.

4.1.2 A meeting is convened by the Chair either on their own initiative or upon request of the founding
initiator of WCRC, WCRC participants as well as the Russian Ministry of Science and Higher
Education.

4.1.3 Meetings can be held through video and/or web conferencing if so decided by the Chair of the
Board. :

4.1.4 A meeting of the Board shall be deemed duly constituted if all its members have been notified
in advance of the time and place of the meeting and more than half of the Board members are present.

4.2. The agenda of the Board meeting shall be approved by the members at the meeting.

4.3. The Board shall make decisions on the issues under discussion by a majority vote of the total
number of votes of the Board members.

4.4. Each member of the Board shall have one vote. In case of an equality of votes, the Chair shall
have a casting vote.

4.5. Resolutions, conclusions and recommendations on all discussed issues shall be recorded in the
minutes of the Board meeting. Certified copies of the minutes shall be attached to the reporting
documentation of the WCRC.
